Did you know 1 in 3 young people will grow up without a mentor (either
formal or informal)? By becoming a mentor, you’ll get the opportunity to help
shape a young person’s future by sharing guidance and insight to support them to
succeed.

You’ll be matched with a young person (aged 14-16) and work with them over six
months to help them develop their creativity, build confidence and inspire
their future career choices.  

The mentoring sessions will be semi-structured providing support but allowing
you and your mentee to make the most of your time together. We will expect
pairs to meet between 1- 2 times per month, at a time that suits you both, either
in-person or virtually.   

Mentoring will start in January 2022 and run until June 2022. 

You’ll be provided with mentor training and a handbook to help support you
during the programme, as well as access to the City Lions team for guidance and
advice.  

Our hope is to match as many young people as possible with relatable role
models, primarily matching pairs based on interest and expertise. Westminster is
home to a diverse population, we are looking for mentors who are reflective of
our communities.
